	Measuring the impact of PPG spending 2015/16

	The school evaluates the progress of pupils termly through formative assessment. Teachers assess pupils learning on a daily basis.

Analysis of progress is completed by the Headteacher and class teachers termly and this is used to inform future planning.
Evaluation focuses on academic progress, improvements in learning behaviours and how pupils’ self confidence has developed as a consequence of the intervention.
